· Keep present instructions for future references.
· Check that your mains voltage corresponds to that stated on the appliance. 
· Only use the appliance for domestic purposes and household or similar applications such as: 
-staff kitchen areas, in shops, offices and other working environments;
-by clients in hotels, motels and other residential type environments;
- Environment type like : 
• Farm Houses • Bed and Breakfast.
· Only use the appliance in the way indicated in these instructions.
· Never use this unit near bathtub, shower, wash-hand basins or other containers with water.
· Never use this apparatus near water projections.
· Never use this apparatus with the wet hands.
· If, unfortunately the apparatus is wet, immediately withdraw the cord of the socket-outlet.
· Inform potential users of these instructions. 
· Never leave the appliance unsupervised when in use. 
· The appliance must be used only for its intended purpose. No responsibility can be taken for any possible damage caused by incorrect use or improper handling.
· Children and persons with disabilities are not always aware of the danger posed by the use of appliances. 
· This  appliance  can  be  used  by  children  aged  from  8  years  and  above  and  persons  with  reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or  lack of experience and knowledge  if they have been given supervision or  instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved. Children shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children without supervision.
· Care should be taken when using the appliance due to the emission of steam; 
· Unplug the appliance during filling and cleaning.
· Regarding the instructions for filling, cleaning and descaling, thanks to refer to the below paragraph of the manual.
· In order to ensure your children‘s safety, please keep all packaging (plastic bags, boxes, polystyrene etc.) out of their reach.
· Caution ! Do not allow small children to play with the foil : 
THERE IS A DANGER OF SUFFOCATION !
· From time to time check the cord for damages. Never use the appliance if cord or appliance shows any signs of damage.
· Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid for any reason whatsoever.  
· Never place it into the dishwasher.
· Never use the appliance near hot surfaces.
· If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly Competent qualified person(*) in order to avoid a hazard. 
· Disconnect the power source cable before any operation of cleaning of maintenance and accessories assembly.
· The apparatus must not be left unattended while it is connected to the supply mains.
· The plug must be removed from the socket-outlet before the water reservoir is filled with water.
· The apparatus is not to be used if it has been dropped, if there are visible signs of damage or if it is leaking.
· The filling aperture must not be opened during use.
· When placing the apparatus on its stand, ensure that the surface on which the stand is placed is stable.
· The apparatus must be used and rested on a flat and stable surface.
· When the apparatus is put back on its stand, make sure that the surface that supports the apparatus-rest is stable.
· Never use the appliance outside and always place it in a dry environment.
· Never use accessories, which are not recommended by the producer.  They could constitute a danger to the user and risk to damage the appliance. 
· Never use any other connector than the one provided.
· Never move the appliance by pulling the cord. Make sure the cord cannot get caught in any way.  
· Never wind the cord around the appliance and do not bend it
· Ensure that the power cord does not come into contact with hot parts of this unit.
· Make sure the appliance has cooled down before cleaning and storing it. 
· The temperature of accessible surfaces may be very high when the appliance is operating. Never touch these parts, of apparatus, to avoid burning itself. 
· Make sure the appliance never comes into contact with flammable materials, such as curtains, cloth, etc...& the power cord and plug do not come in contact with water. 
· Before cleaning, always unplug the appliance from the power supply and let it cool down. 
· This appliance is not intended to be operated by means of an external timer or separate remote-control system.
· Always place the unit on a flat surface. Ensure, also, not to cover the device and not to put anything on it.
· Always remove the plug from the wall socket when the appliance is not in use.
· When using an extension lead always make sure that the entire cable is unwound from the reel. Use solely CE approved extension leads. Input power must be at least 16A, 250V, 3000W.
· Incorrect operation and improper use can damage the appliance and cause injury to the user.
· This device, designed for home use, complies with standards relating to this type of product.
· The fabric steamer must not be left unattended while it is connected to the supply mains.
· The fabric steamer is not to be used if it has been dropped, if there are visible signs of damage or if it is leaking.
· Keep the fabric steamer and its cord out of reach of children less than 8 years of age when it is energized or cooling down.

SPECIFIC WARNING FOR THIS UNIT

• Always place the unit on a flat & stable surface.
• Always unplug the unit before filling
• The unit must not be left unattended when it is connected to the main power.
• When using the appliance, pay attention to the emission of steam.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

· Always unplug the unit and allow it to cool before cleaning.
· Clean the outside of the appliance with a sponge or slightly damp cloth.
· Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid! 
· Never use abrasive products, wire brush or other sharp objects.
· Remove the fabric brush from its steam head and clean using  with a damp cloth.
· Do not drop, throw or try and bend the steamer.
· The garment steamer is designed to be used with normal tap water. 
· do not put perfume, vinegar, or other chemicals in the tank.
Note : the appliance is not designed to work with chemicals.
· Always empty the water tank after each use and rinse with clean water.
· Wipe outer surfaces with a damp cloth.
· Avoid operating the appliance in humid or moist places.
· Always ensure the steam outlet hole is clean and free from scaling and not blocked.

CLEAN AND RECEIVE

1. Do not dip the product into water or other solutions.
2. Do not put vinegar, detergent, brine solution and other chemicals in the tank.
3. Do not use wire balls and abrasive detergent to clean this product.
When the product is fully cooled, the wet cloth and non-corrosive liquid cleaner are cleaned, and the dirt and sediment in the steam nozzle are cleaned.

1. Soleplate
2. Water tank

FIRST USE

Remove any sticker or protection from the steam diffuser.
Unroll and straighten the cord before use.
When using for the first time, let the steam escape for a few minutes. This will remove any impurities and odours that may have been left over from the manufacturing process.
It is best to try it on a piece of fabric before using it on clothing.

USE

1. Check if the item is switch off and unplug.
2. Open the water tank.
3. Fill the tank 2/3 full with fresh water.
4. Note: Always make sure the water tank is at least 1/3 full.
5. Close the water tank.
6. Hold the appliance with one hand by the handle of the steamer, And this, in a vertical position.
7. (If necessary,) Use the other hand to attach the brush to the steam diffuser.
8. Note: the brush can be attached in either direction and locks with an audible “click”.
9. The product is plugged into the power socket indicator, and then switch button is in “DRY” position. The indicator lights is bright at the same time, which means that the product is heated up. The steam is used, when switch button is in “STEAM” position after the heating time, and the specific operation is as follows.
10. The head is plugged into the power socket indicator, which means that the product is heated up.
11. This product has no temperature indicator, so it is recommended that the heating time will be over 30 seconds.
12. When the first use of the water may be used with a water ball next to the steam plate hole, the condensation water belongs to the normal phenomenon.
13. Switch button is in “STEAM” position and the pump starts working, and the steam is from the evaporator hole.
14. When vertical steaming, need to rotate the main body 90 degrees clockwise.
15. The unplastic panel is not used in the use of the desktop.
16. When hot, the collection is not used, it is recommended to heat a cycle and remove the internal water from the pipe.
17. Please pull out the power supply when used.



STEAMING TIPS

1. To prepare your fabric for steaming, brush it with another soft cushion brush not provided with the item. This will loosen the fibers and allow better steam penetration.
2. Hang your garment or fabric. Note: Avoid using metal clothes hangers, if possible.
3. Pass the steam jets just above the fabric where the wrinkles are .It may take a few passes to remove the wrinkles completely.
4. After use, unplug steamer and empty any remaining water from the tank to avoid leakage.
5. CAUTION: When hanging garment on a door while steaming, be careful not to damage the door with steam.
6. First test unit on an inconspicuous area of the item to ensure fabric can tolerate the effects of steam. If there is no evidence of damage, you can proceed to use the steamer on that item.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

It is possible to use purified water, however, this appliance is designed to work perfectly with tap water, regardless of the water hardness.

STORAGE

-Ensure the unit is completely cool and dry.
- Empty the reservoir by turning the apparatus upside down and gently shaking it.
-Do not wrap the cord around the appliance, as this will cause damage.
- Always put the apparatus away in a vertical position.
-Keep the appliance in a cool, dry place out of reach of children.
