· Check that your mains voltage corresponds to that stated on the appliance. 
· Only use the appliance for domestic purposes and household or similar applications such as: 
-staff kitchen areas, in shops, offices and other working environments;
-by clients in hotels, motels and other residential type environments;
- Environment type like : 
              • Farm Houses • Bed and Breakfast.
· Only use the appliance in the way indicated in these instructions. 
· Never use this unit near bathtub, shower, wash-hand basins or other containers with water.
· Never use this apparatus near water projections.
· Never use this apparatus with the wet hands.
· If, unfortunately the apparatus is wet, immediately withdraw the cord of the socket-outlet.
· Inform potential users of these instructions. 
· Never leave the appliance unsupervised when in use. 
· The appliance must be used only for its intended purpose. No responsibility can be taken for any possible damage caused by incorrect use or improper handling.
· Children and persons with disabilities are not always aware of the danger posed by the use of appliances. 
· Always disconnect the appliance from the supply if it left unattended and before assembling, disassembling, or cleaning.

· From time to time check the cord for damages. Never use the appliance if cord or appliance shows any signs of damage. 
· Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid for any reason whatsoever.  
· Never place it into the dishwasher.
· Never use the appliance near hot surfaces. 
· If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly Competent qualified person(*) in order to avoid a hazard. 
· Disconnect the power source cable before any operation of cleaning of maintenance and accessories assembly.
· Never use the appliance outside and always place it in a dry environment.
· Never use accessories, which are not recommended by the producer.  They could constitute a danger to the user and risk to damage the appliance. 
· Never use any other connector than the one provided.
· Never move the appliance by pulling the cord. Make sure the cord cannot get caught in any way.  
· Never wind the cord around the appliance and do not bend it
· Ensure that the power cord does not come into contact with hot parts of this unit.
· Make sure the appliance has cooled down before cleaning and storing it. 
· The temperature of accessible surfaces may be very high when the appliance is operating. Never touch these parts, of apparatus, to avoid burning itself. 
· Make sure the appliance never comes into contact with flammable materials, such as curtains, cloth, etc...& the power cord and plug do not come in contact with water. 
· Before cleaning, always unplug the appliance from the power supply and let it cool down. 
· This appliance is not intended to be operated by means of an external timer or separate remote-control system.
· Always place the unit on a flat surface. Ensure, also, not to cover the device and not to put anything on it.
· Always remove the plug from the wall socket when the appliance is not in use.
· When using an extension lead always make sure that the entire cable is unwound from the reel. Use solely CE approved extension leads. Input power must be at least 16A, 250V, 3000W.
· Incorrect operation and improper use can damage the appliance and cause injury to the user.
· This device, designed for home use, complies with standards relating to this type of product. 
· The appliance must be used and rested on a table or flat & stable surface.
· The item must not be left unattended when it is connected to main supply.
· The item is not to be used, if it has been dropped or if there are visible signs of damage or if it is leaking.

· This appliance is only intended for household use.

SPECIAL WARNING FOR FOOD CHOPPER & STICK BLENDER

Caution !
· Always disconnect from power supply if it is left unattended and before assembling, disassembling or during cleaning.
· Switch off the appliance and disconnect from supply before changing accessories approaching parts that move in use. 
· Potential injuries can occur with misuse. Care shall be taken when handling the sharp cutting blades, emptying the bowl and during cleaning, as they are extremely sharp.
· Regarding the instructions for cleaning surfaces in contact with food or oil, thanks to refer to the below paragraph "cleaning" in manual.

BEFORE THE FIRST USE

· Before first use, remove the device and all accessories and being careful with sharp accessories.
· Clean the apparatus according to the instructions in "Cleaning" paragraph.
· Place the machine on a suitable flat, stable surface.

BEFORE PLUGING

· Unroll the power cord completely. 
· Check that the tension in force in the country where you are, corresponds to that indicated on the apparatus. 
· Connect the apparatus in a correct socket-outlet, (and connected to the ground if the unit is Class I), to avoid any danger. 
· Disconnect the power source cable before any operation of cleaning of maintenance and accessories assembly.
· Stand the appliance on a table or flat surface.
· Never modify the appliance in anyway.

IMPORTANT : 
Not to use the apparatus more than one minute. 
Let cool it for 30 seconds between each operation. 
At the end of 7 min maximum use, Let cool the apparatus 5 minutes before re-using it.
Don’t touch the sharp blades.
Remove the chopper blade before emptying the bowl.
Never remove the cover until the blade has completely stopped.
With heavy mixtures, don’t use your hand blender for longer than 50 seconds in any four minutes period, otherwise, it will overheat.

BLENDING

Note : Take the pan off the heat and let it cool slightly. Otherwise the foot of the hand blender could overheat and can be damaged.
1. Mount the power handle on the removable foot, turn and lock.
2. Plug in.
Notes : to avoid splashing, place the blade in the food before switching on.
	   Do not let liquid rise above the joint between the handle and the foot 
	   mixer.
3. If your blender is stuck, Stop pressing the speed selector and unplug the blender before cleaning the cutting set.
4. After use, unplug and disassemble the unit for cleaning.
Notes : Always pay attention to the blade that is sharp and can cause injuries.
	   Always clean the foot after each use.

CHOPPER USING

The chopper is perfect for chopping food such as meat, cheese, onions, herbs, garlic, carrots, nuts, hazelnuts, almonds, prunes, etc.
Do not chop hard food such as coffee, wheat, nutmeg, ice cubes ... This can damage the cutting blade.
1. Remove any bones and cut food into 1-2cm cubes.
2. Fit the chopper blade over the pin in the bowl
3. Add your food.
4. Fit the chopper cover, turn and lock
5. Fit the power handle, turn and lock
6. Plug in, hold the bowl steady, then press speed 1 or 2.
7. After use, unplug and dismantle.

WHISK USING

You can whip light ingredients such as egg whites, cream, instant desserts and eggs and sugar for whisked sponges.
Don’t whisk heavier mixtures such as margarine and sugar, you will damage the whisk.
1. Fit the power handle inside the whisk collar, turn and lock 
2. Push the whisk into one bowl with ingredients to blend.
Note : Don’t whisk more than 4 egg whites or 400ml (0.75pt) cream.
3. Plug in.
 To avoid splashing, start on speed 1, Move the whisk clockwise in the bowl.
4. Don’t let liquid get above the whisk wires.
5. After use, unplug and dismantle the mixer.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Before cleaning switch off the appliance, Always disconnect the apparatus and to let it cool before cleaning. 
Clean the outside of the apparatus with a sponge or slightly wet linen.
The parts (removable) in contact with food like whisk, bowl, forks, Spatula etc. can be washed in hot water with sponge and soft detergent or put in the dishwasher. 
Never plunge the apparatus in water or all other liquid ! 
Do not use abrasive cleaners, gritting, or metal brush or another cutting object.
Don’t touch the sharp blades.
Take special care when preparing food for babies, the elderly and infirm. Always ensure that the hand blender shaft is thoroughly sterilized. Use a sterilizing solution in accordance with the sterilizing solution manufactures instructions.
Some foods, eg. carrot, may discolour the plastic. Rubbing with a cloth dipped in vegetable oil helps remove discolouring.

STORAGE

- Ensure the unit is completely cool and dry.
- Do not wrap the cord around the appliance, as this will cause damage.
- Keep the appliance in a cool, dry place.

GUARANTEE

Before being delivered, all our products are subjected to a rigorous control. 
This apparatus is guaranteed 24 months starting from the date of purchase by the consumer. 
The documents in proof of guarantee are : 
• The invoice and 
• The filled and stamped warrantee plate (located on side or bottom of the gift box). Without these documents in proof, no free replacement, nor no free repair, can be carried out. 
During the warranty period, we deal for free, the defects of the apparatus or the accessories, rising from a defect of materials or manufacture by repair or, replacement. The services within the framework of the guarantee do not involve any extension of the warranty period and does not give right to a new guarantee !
