· Read this instruction booklet carefully.
· Before using the appliance, check that the mains power voltage corresponds to the voltage shown on the rating plate.
· Always remove the plug from the power sock before opening the appliance.
· Never use methylated spirits or other solvents to clean the appliance.
· Never leave the appliance unattended when it is switched on.
· Keep the device out of reach of children and persons with disabilities.
· This unit is for household use only. Use as described in this instruction booklet.
· Never use the device if it appears to be defective in any way.

IMPORTANT: TEST all carpets/rugs/upholstery/hard floors before use. Before using the machine to clean dried on stains and dirt, the surface should be vacuumed thoroughly. 
Test for colorfastness - Wet a white absorbent cloth with the solution. In a small hidden area of
the surfaces to be cleaned, gently rub with the dampened cloth. Wait ten minutes and check for colour removal or bleeding with a white paper towel or cloth. Check all surfaces to be cleaned and if the surface has more than one colour, check all colours. 
Test the spot washer on a small hidden area - If no damage or pile distortion occurs continue cleaning. When using the spot washer, basic safety precautions should always be observed
and don't oversaturate your carpets/rugs/upholstery/hard floors. Not suitable for use on water sensitive flooring/surfaces. Only use with Spot Washer Cleaning Solution or Spot Washer Antibacterial Cleaning Solution. Using other solutions may cause excess foaming and will invalidate the guarantee. The clean water/solution tank should only be filled with warm water (max 40°C). Filling the clean water/solution tank with hot/boiling water will damage the spot washer and invalidate the guarantee.

Otherwise, take a soft bristle brush (sold commercially) and add water and a solution for carpets and hard floors (you can find out in stores) and rub manually to remove hard stains and vacuum with the Cleaner/Stain Remover.




USE

• Unwind the power cord completely.
• Check that the voltage in the country where you are, corresponds to the voltage indicated on the device.
• Connect the appliance to a good electrical outlet, (earthed if the appliance is class I), to avoid any danger.
• Disconnect the power cable from the power supply before performing any maintenance cleaning and accessory fitting.
• Never modify the device.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Before cleaning, always switch off the appliance, disconnect the apparatus and let it cool. 
Clean the outside of the apparatus with a sponge or slightly wet linen. (possibly with household product). Once dry, reattach it in the dust container.
Never plunge the apparatus in water or all other liquid! 
Do not use abrasive cleaners, gritting, or metal brush or another cutting object.
Notes: 	Do not clean the outside of the vacuum cleaner with gasoline oil or any
 	other liquid.
	If necessary clean the accessories with a soft cloth.

WARNING : 	
· When maintaining, please be sure to stop running and pull out the power plug
· Do not water the machine, which may cause electric shock, injury or failure
· Do not use detergent, thinner, volatile oil, bleach, etc
· Do not use chemical rags

MAIN BODY WHEN THE POLLUTION
· Use a soft cloth soaked in warm water (below 40 degrees) and wring dry, wipe dirt
· When the dirt is difficult to clean, please use a small amount of kitchen detergent to wipe the dirt, in order not to let the detergent residue, and then dry the water stains with a wring cloth


EMPTYING AND CLEANING THE DIRTY WATER TANK

	IMPORTANT: Unplug and switch off the machine before performing maintenance or troubleshooting checks.
The dirty water tank is fitted with a float. When the water reach the MAX line, the float will shut off the suction on the machine. You will be able to hear if this has happened as the motor noise on the machine will increase. Once the float is activated, empty the dirty water tank. 
If the dirty water tank is not full then turn off your machine at the power switch and wait for the float to settle.
Empty and rinse out the clean water/solution tank and dirty water tank and leave to air dry before refitting to store.

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	Rinse the tools, attachments and the nozzle under warm water (max 40°C) to remove
dirt/debris.
	To remove the nozzle on the wash tool，push and lift the clear plastic clip up over the button on the end of the hose.
