· Disconnect the power source cable before any operation of cleaning of maintenance and accessories assembly.

· Always place the unit on a flat surface. Ensure, also, not to cover the device and not to put anything on it.
· Always remove the plug from the wall socket when the appliance is not in use.
· When using an extension lead always make sure that the entire cable is unwound from the reel. Use solely CE approved extension leads. Input power must be at least 16A, 250V, 3000W.
· Incorrect operation and improper use can damage the appliance and cause injury to the user.
· This device, designed for home use, complies with standards relating to this type of product. 
· The appliance must be used and rested on a table or flat & stable surface.
· The item must not be left unattended when it is connected to main supply.
· The item is not to be used, if it has been dropped or if there are visible signs of damage or if it is leaking.

· This appliance is only intended for household use.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

• Always unplug the appliance and allow it to cool before cleaning.
• Clean the outside of the appliance with a slightly damp sponge or cloth.
• The (removable) parts in contact with food such as plate, bowl, fork, spatula etc. ; can be cleaned in warm water with a sponge and washing up liquid
• The accessories and the water tank are not compatible with the dishwasher.
• Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid!
• Never use abrasive products, metal brushes or other sharp objects.
• Do not place other parts of your coffee machine in the dishwasher.
• After each use, empty the coffee grounds left inside the collector, and clean it carefully.
• Dry all accessories.

After each use, always make sure plug is removed from the wall outlet. We recommend that the following is performed on a periodical basis.

Cleaning the water tank:
1. Hold both sides of the water tank and lift it upward to remove it from the machine.
2. Clean and wash with a mild detergent solution, rinse thoroughly and dry with a soft, clean cloth. The water tank and adaptors should be cleaned at least once a week.
Warning: The water tank and adaptors are not dishwasher-safe.


Descaling:
To keep the coffee machine operating efficiently, it’s advisable to descale the machine regularly.
1. The coffee machine can be descaled regularly according to personal needs.
2. Put the appropriate descaler (about 10g) into the water tank, and fill water up to the "max" limit.
3. Turn on the machine by pressing On/off button and wait till the preheat is complete. Position a large capacity cup under the outlet.
4. Press and hold the "Small cup" and "Large cup" buttons simultaneously for 3 seconds. The machine starts the descaling mode, water with descaler will go through the internal pipe of the machine and comes out from the outlet. The descaling mode will be stopped until the water tank is empty. 
Notice:  You could pause the descaling process by pressing the On/off button (there will have a beep sound). Press and hold the On/off button for around 1.5 seconds could return to the standby mode.
5. After descaling is completed, if need to repeat, press “Small cup” and “Large cup” buttons simultaneously for 3 seconds to continue descaling.
6. Refill the water tank with clean water. Press the large cup button, the pump will starts working and water will begin to dispense to the internal pipe of the machine for cleaning and comes out from the outlet. Repeat the operation 5 times, always with clean water. The descaling cycle is completed.

Cleaning the machine:
1. Unplug the machine and let it cool down before cleaning.
2. Use a clean, damp cloth or cleaning sponge to wipe down the exterior of the machine and its accessories. 
Warning: Never use an alcohol or solvent to clean the machine, and do not immerse it in water for cleaning.

RESET TO FACTORY SETTINGS:
1. Make sure the coffee machine is plugged in and turned on.
2. Press and hold the small cup button for 5 seconds. All the indicator light will blink intermittently for 5 times, indicating that the machine has been reset.

CONTROL BUTTON INTRODUCTION

A. Small cup B. On/Off C. Large cup


PREPARATION FOR THE FIRST USE:

1. Place the machine on a flat and heat-resistant surface.
2. Unlock the machine by lifting the handle. Position one of the adaptors at the front of the machine and insert it until the front panels are aligned. Lock the machine by pressing down the handle.
3. Fill the water tank with drinkable water at room temperature. Respecting the maximum limit indicated.Or remove the tank from the machine and fill it with water. 
Note: When the water tank is removed and inserted, it should be kept vertically up and down. Gently press down the water tank when inserting to ensure that the tank is tightly and correctly connected on to the base.
1. Position a large-capacity cup under the outlet.
2. Plug the power cord into the outlet. Turn the unit on by pressing the On/off button [image: Une image contenant croquis, clipart, cercle, symbole

Description générée automatiquement] to enter into preheat mode, the On/off indicator light will blink intermittently.  
3. After preheating is complete, all the indicator lights remain lit continuously.The brewing function is activated.
4. Press small or large cup button, the pump will start working and water will begin to come out from the outlet. 

Cleaning: For first use or after a long period of non-use, it’s advisable to run several times of the brewing function only with water (without adding capsule/coffee powder/pod) to clean the internal pipe of the machine.
A. Press the large cup button, the pump will starts working and water will begin to dispense to the internal pipe of the machine for cleaning and comes out from the outlet.
B. Pour the waste water out of the cup.
C. Repeat the operation as many times as necessary to obtain clean water at the outlet.
D. After finishing the cleaning of machine, empty the waster water in the drip tray.

USE
OPERATION：
1. Fill the water tank with drinkable water, respecting the maximum limit indicated.
2. Plug the power cord into the outlet. Press the On/off button, the On/off indicator light will blink intermittently, indicating the machine is under preheating mode. After preheating is complete, all the indicator lights remain lit continuously.
Each adaptor is associated with a type of capsule, coffee powder or pod.
3. Unlock the machine by lifting the handle. Depending on the coffee powder, pod or capsule used, take the appropriate adaptor and position it at the front of the machine and insert it until the front panels are aligned. Then lock the machine by pressing down the handle. Position a cup under the outlet according to below diagram.

4. Press the small or large cup button to start brewing. (By pressing again the selected coffee button could interrupt the brewing process.) 
A. Press the Small cup button once: If there is no operation within 1.5 seconds after pressing the small cup button once, the machine will start brewing small capacity of small cup as per factory's default setting.
B. (Notice: The Small cup indicator light will be fast blinking, the On/off  and Large cup indicator lights will remain lit continuously.)
C. Press the Small cup button twice continuously: Press the small cup button once and press again within 1.5 seconds （means continuously press for twice）, the machine will start brewing large capacity of small cup as per factory's default setting.
D. (Notice: The Small cup indicator light will be slow blinking, the On/off  and Large cup indicator lights will remain lit continuously.)
E. Press the Large cup button once: If there is no operation within 1.5 seconds after pressing the large cup button once, the machine will start brewing small capacity of large cup as per factory's default setting.
F. (Notice: The Large cup indicator light will be fast blinking, the On/off  and Small cup indicator lights will remain lit continuously.)
G. Press the Large cup button twice continuously: Press the Large cup button once and press again within 1.5 seconds （means continuously press for twice）, the machine will start brewing large capacity of large cup as per factory's default setting.
H. (Notice: The Large cup indicator light will be slow blinking, the On/off  and Small cup indicator lights will remain lit continuously.)
5. Do not lift the handle during the brew cycle to avoid injury. Only lift the handle when all the indicator lights remain lit continuously.
USE OF ADAPTORS:

Use of Ground coffee adaptor: 
1. Select one cup or two cup filter and fill with certain quantity of ground coffee. (Figure 1)
2. Compress the ground coffee by using the tamper. Do not overfill the filter. This might cause clogging or overflow. (Figure 2)
Notice: The maximum amount of ground coffee for one cup filter is 7g.  The maximum amount of ground coffee for two cup filter is is 14g.
3. Place the filled filter inside the adaptor by aligning the notch of the filter with the notch at the bottom left of the adaptor. Then rotate the filter clockwise. (Figure 3 & 4)
Notice: If the filter is properly inserted, you should be able to turn your adaptor over without the filter falling out.
4. Close the adaptor lid. (Figure 5)

Use of ESE coffee pod filter with ground coffee adaptor: 
1. Place a ESE coffee pod inside the ESE coffee pod filter.
2. Place the filled filter inside the adaptor by aligning the notch of the filter with the notch at the bottom left of the adaptor. Then rotate the filter clockwise. (Figure 2 & 3)
Notice: If the filter is properly inserted, you should be able to turn your adaptor over without the filter falling out.
3. Close the adaptor lid. (Figure 4)

Use of Nespresso capsule adaptor: 
1. Open the adaptor lid, insert the capsule to the chamber and press down the capsule by hand to ensure the capsule has been pierced.  (Figure 1)
2. Close the adaptor lid. (Figure 2)

Use of Dolce Gusto capsule adaptor  
1. Open the adaptor lid, place the capsule into the brewing chamber. (Figure 1)
2. Close the adaptor lid, be sure to press firmly when closing the adaptor lid to pierce the capsule. (Figure 2)

Use of Soft Coffee pod adaptor 
1. Open the adaptor lid, place the coffee soft pod into the brewing chamber. (Figure 1)
2. Close the adaptor lid. (Figure 2)

PROGRAMMING THE VOLUME: 
1. Press and hold the large cup button for more than 1.5 seconds, it will automatically enter the programming mode,the machine rings three times,then release the button. When the desire volume is reached, press the large cup button again, the machine rings once, new volume will be stored. You could adjust the volume according to your personal taste, the settings could stored permanently .
2. Press the large cup button again, the programming function will be activated automatically and you can make coffee as your customized volume.

Notice: 
A. If the large cup button has been pressed and hold for less than 10 seconds, the machine will identify that the programming of volume is unsuccessful, and will return the default factory volume settings.
B. Minimum programming time: 10 seconds, maximum programming time: 60 seconds. 
C. Only the large cup button has the function of programming the volume.
D. The programming mode will be canceled when the machine is restored to factory settings, the large cup button will return the default factory volume settings. 

RESET TO FACTORY SETTINGS:
1. Make sure the coffee machine is plugged in and turned on.
2. Press and hold the small cup button for 5 seconds. All the indicator light will blink intermittently for 5 times, indicating that the machine has been reset.



TROUBLESHOOTING

	Problem
	Cause
	Solution

	Coffee doesn’t come out.
	-There hasn’t enough water in the water tank. 
-The water tank hasn’t been installed properly.
	-Fill the water tank again. 
-Check if it has been installed to the base properly.

	
	Machine preheating isn’t complete.
	Wait for the preheating to complete. All the indicator lights will remain lit continuously.

	
	The device isn’t turned on.
	Check if the machine is plugged in
and press the On/off button.

	No coffee grease when brewing espresso
	The ground coffee is too thick or too fine. And haven’t been press flattened by tamper.
	Replace other kind of ground coffee and press flattened by tamper.

	The coffee output is weak or too strong
	-Overfill or fill too less of ground coffee.
-There has difference of the capsules of the same batch.
-The coffee pod isn’t positioned correctly.
	-Fill the ground coffee according to the standard amount: One cup = 1 spoon, and press it with tamper. The ground coffee should not be too thick or too fine.
- It is normal to have differences in the same batch of coffee capsules.
-Re-position the coffee pod correctly.
