· The external flexible cable (Type-C cable) or cord can be replaced. If the cord is damaged the appliance should be scrapped.

PARTICULAR WARNING FOR PRODUCT USE IN A BATHROOM

· Switch off when not in use, even if for a moment.
· Unplug it after use, since the proximity of water presents a hazard, even when the unit is switched off.
· Do not use this product while taking a shower or bath. Always unplug the device even close between 2 uses.
· When the unit is used in a bathroom unplug it after use since the proximity of water presents a risk, even when the power is off.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Before cleaning always switch off the appliance.
Always disconnect the apparatus and to let it cool before cleaning. 
Clean the outside of the apparatus with a sponge or slightly wet linen.
Never plunge the apparatus in water or all other liquid ! 
Do not use abrasive cleaners, gritting, or metal brush or another cutting object.
· Take off the guide comb, remove the cutting unit to clean the hair between the top-blade and lower blade with cleaning brush. 
· Wash the guide comb or the cutting unit with running water if necessary. 
· Dry the guide comb or the cutting unit. 
· The cutting unit should be oiled frequently in order to maintain its good cutting performance and thus ensure a long service life. Put 2 or 3 drops of oil on the cutting unit. 
· To replace the cutting blades position it with the hook in the slot on the housing and press until it clicks into place.

Cleaning up
 The device requires a regular clean-up.
• Disconnect the device from the power source. The housing can be wiped with a slightly wet cloth. • Do not use chemically active or abrasive detergents to clean the device as it can damage its surface. The adapter can also be wiped with a slightly wet cloth; it should be unplugged during this operation.
• The detachable parts of the device should be washed in warm soapy water.
• The blades should be cleaned from hair with the brush supplied. Additionally, the blade unit should be removed from time to time for clean-up.
• Do not clean the hair clipper using tools.
• Never submerge the device in water or other liquid.

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LED display instruction :
Battery Remaining Indicator
When the trimmer is turned on, the digital screen will indicate its battery remaining by numbers and the below battery symbol always alights.

Charging Indicator
- It light on while charging.
- It blinks while the power lowers to 15% to remind of recharging the device.

Lock Trimmer
Push on the button [image: ] during 5 seconds the trimmer lock.
The logo [image: ] blink 3 times.

Unlock Trimmer
Push on the button [image: ] during 5 seconds the trimmer unlock.
The trimmer turn on directly.

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Charging

1. Please get the trimmer fully charged before your first use or a long period of disuse.
2. The applicable voltage of the adapter (not provide) is 100-240V,50/60Hz output DC 5V 1A (not supplied with the unit). 
3. When the battery remains less than 15%, the symbol [image: ] would is displayed to remind you to charge the device.
4. Before and during charging, please make sure the device is switched off. 
5. It takes less than 90 minutes to fully charged the device, and the battery remaining number would indicate 100%.
6. After charge please disconnect the device.
7. Do not leave the appliance plugged with is cable for more than 24 hours.

HAIR CLIPPER OPERATION
1.Install the required clipping head. Replacement heads is made strictly when the unit is switched off. In order to disconnect the installed head, toughly press the locking buttons simultaneously and pull the head up. Then install a new head in its place until the typical click of locking is heard.

2. Install one of the attachments, if required. Replacement heads is made strictly when the unit is switched off. The attachment should be installed as follows: firstly, its front part should be matched, and then the lock in the rear part of the attachment should be lowered and latched. If the lock of the attachment does not fit the proper place without an effort, then its front part is installed incorrectly. The attachment should be removed inversely as follows: firstly, the lock in its rear part should be disengaged, and then the attachment can be completely removed.

3. In order to change the length of the shear layer of hair, you need to install one of the included attachments, with the required value. The beard attachment moves without a lock and it can be installed in one of the four positions indicated at the side of the head.

4. If you need a length exceeding 20 mm, remove the attachment and use the comb, or adjust the length with the fingers of your free hand.

5. Set the switch into the I position and start clipping. Change the attachments and clipping heads only when the device is switched off.

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6. Firstly, handle a small section of hair to get used to the length of the hair being cut. Start to clip from the occipitals and at the sides, then clip in the front moving to the crown; all the movements should be performed against the hair growth direction.

7. Watch the speed of movement of the device when clipping. The best results can be achieved when the device moves with its internal speed without being manually accelerated.

8. The final treatment should be performed without an attachment by light stroking movements along the hair growth direction starting from the crown.

9. Upon completion of clipping, turn off the appliance.

Using the comb attachment 
· When load and unload the comb attachment, please ensure the power switch is on off status. 
· Put the comb to the main unit as the reference picture.
Note : There are 6 guide combs with the cutting length as below.:
1. 1mm; 2. 2mm; 3. 3mm; 4. 6mm; 5. 9mm; 6. 12mm 

Nasal hair remover
Replace the head in place with the nasal hair remover.
To shave hair from nostrils and ears,
Push the switch up.
Insert the rotating head of the epilator into the nostril, taking care not to touch the nasal wall.
Gently approach the rotating head to trim nose hair.
Note: The rotary epilator can also cut unwanted ear hair.

Maintenance 
The hair clipper requires a regular lubrication of blades to ensure its proper and continuous operation. 

• After cleaning, put 2 or 3 drops of oil on the cutting unit, switch on and switch off the device to distribute the oil and then remove surplus oil with a cloth.

• To avoid complete discharge of the battery, charging should continue for approximately 1.5 hours, but no longer than 24 hours. Otherwise, it may affect the life of battery.


 

NOTES
• The hair clipper can continuously operate for 90 minutes maximum to prevent from overheating of the engine. You can continue operation after a 10 minutes break.
• The device is designed for clipping dry hair; do not use it for clipping wet and soppy hair.
• The adapter can normally get warm during charging. Not provided.
• Do not leave the device connected on his type-c cable. 
• The manufacturer reserves the right to make additional modifications in design of the hair clipper.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
• The hair clipper is intended for operation from the power source which performance is specified in the manual.
• Do not leave the device in running order. Switch the device off before you lay it down.
• The device is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental ability or if they have no experience or knowledge, if they are not under control or not instructed on the use of the instrument the person responsible for their safety.
• In order to reduce the risk of fire or electric injury:
- store the unused device unplugged;
- do not use the device in wet areas;
- do not plug in the device if there is water on its surface;
- do not insert and remove the plug from the socket with wet hands;
- avoid plug overheating; ensure it is tightly and fully inserted in the socket;
- do not use the device if the power cord is damaged or wet;
- unplug the device prior to clean-up;
- never jerk the power cord to switch off the device; remove the plug from the socket carefully;
- store the device in a dry and cool place. 


OILING BLADES 

To maintain the mower in good condition, the blades should be oiled regularly.
Before using, oil first, put 2 or 3 drops of oil on the cutting unit.
Use the ON/OFF switch, to switch on or switch off the appliance.



STORAGE

-Ensure the unit is completely cool and dry.
-Do not wrap the cord around the appliance, as this will cause damage.
-Keep the appliance in a cool, dry place.
